This is the first of 5 weekends with the Gospel from John 6, the first four ahvibcus on Jesus as the
bread of life. This first weekend is the miracle of Jesus feeding,®® Bnen. With women and children,
the number fed would be well over 10,000. This is the only miracle seen in all four Gospels and thus show
how importantt was in the story of Jesus.
