Isaiah 35:4-7a  Psalm 146  James 2:1-10, 14-17  Mark 7: 24 37

We hear in our Gospel this weekend the story of Jesus healing = :

"Those who lose their life for my sake, and for the sake of the Gospel, will save it." What does it mean to
be a Christian? What do we sacrifice? Christians are given grace upon grace and we Lutherans cling to that
promise! And though we understand "works" do not give us salvation, we are called to respond to our gifts
from Christ. We will look at Norman Rockwell's "Shuffleton's Barbershop" painting as illustration of this
text. It is an image of three amateur musicians playing in the back of a barbershop, and it is a loving
accounting of the humble incidents that give our daily lives meaning. As Christians, we understand what
gives our lives meaning can be humble, but always holy.
